Equipment

Remember that you must comply with the equipment
regulations or we cannot allow you to fence.

- Breeches are required, the only exception is if you are
using a non-electric or small-sized foil.

- Plastrons are required, the only exception is if you
are using a non-electric or small-sized foil and your
jacket is 800n (FIE standard).

And if you are fencing electric - remember to help pack
up the scoring equipment at the end of the night.
